No Poverty
Assemblies and PSHCE Llessons focus on raising aspirations for all children so they
are able to get good jobs in the future.

In Year 3 and 4, children learn about food waste and hunger in their ‘Farming’
topic.

D&T lessons and also ‘Looking after our earth’ in RE.
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Life Below Water
Visits to the Chichester Harbour to look at wildlife below water.
Pupils watch David Attenborough documentaries whilst eating their lunch in the
hall.

Life On Land
Children litter picking around the school and the local area.
Planting trees to extend the forest and orchard areas.
The school created bug hotels to encourage biodiversity and wildlife.
There is a very active Gardening club.
The whole school get to experience Forest School led by a trained Forest School
practitioner.
